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This booklet gives supplementary information that is about
departments and a program in the Division of Environmental
Studies and is not described in the Guidelines for Applicants
to Master Course and the Guidelines for Applicants to Doctoral
Course (Application Forms) issued by the Graduate School
of Frontier Sciences (GSFS). The applicants must also read the
Guidelines carefully.
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1. Selection of Departments and Programs

In the Graduate School of Frontier Sciences, there are eleven
departments and one education program (Graduate Program in
Sustainability Science Global Leadership Initiative; GPSS-GLI), which
conduct entrance examinations independently. The applicants must
refer to the Guidelines for Applicants to Master Course and the
Guidelines for Applicants to Doctoral Course of the Graduate School
of Frontier Sciences for the prohibition of duplicated application. The
number of existing students in each department/program should be
referred to its website.

2. Admission in October 2021 and October 2022
(Master and Doctoral Courses)

(1) Schedule A: Some departments will admit freshmen in October
2021 if they have already graduated from a university or completed a
master’s course, or are expected to by the day before the scheduled
admission date in October 2021. (Read the section "1. Admission” in
the Guidelines for Applicants.)

Schedule B: Some departments will admit freshmen in October
2022 if they have already graduated from a university or com-
pleted a master's course, or are expected to by the day before
the scheduled admission date in October 2022.

For detailed information of each department, refer to each
website. Applicants qualified for admission in October 2021 or
October 2022 must state their choice of enrollment date in the
provided section of the Application Form.

(2) Applicants cannot change their submitted choice of enrollment
date, even if they have not graduated from their university or
completed their master’s course by the date stated above.

3. Special Selection for Applicants with Overseas Education
(Master and Doctoral Courses)

Some departments will make a special selection for applicants who
have finished their education from the senior high school level up to
the undergraduate level in foreign countries. You can find detailed
information for each department on each website. Those who wish
this special selection, mark the check box in the application form and
the inquiry sheet (master and doctoral).

4. Special Selection for Applicants with Profession
(Doctoral Course)

Some departments will make a special selection without a written
examination for applicants who already have a profession with a
master’s degree or with some comparable research experiences. You
can find detailed information for each department on each website.
Those who wish this special selection, mark the check box in the ap-
plication form and the inquiry sheet (doctoral course).

5. Special Oral Examination (Master Course)

Dept. of Ocean Technology, Policy and Environment, and Dept. of
Human and Engineered Environmental Studies will conduct a Special
Oral Examination beforehand for applicants who achieved an out-
standing academic records and who wish to enter one of the two
departments as the first preference. You can find detailed information
for each department on each website. Those who wish to take this
examination should mark the check box in the inquiry sheet (master).
Even if you are not admitted by the Special Oral Examination, you
can take the ordinary examination.
