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The aims of the seminars are to provide students with the knowledge and methodology
necessary to advance their own dissertations related to ecosystem conservation or bio-
logical resource management. They also aim to facilitate an understanding of related
fields through discussions in the seminars.
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In weekly seminars, students report on their research progress and engage in a critical
analysis of journal articles/book chapters relevant to their research topics.
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Evaluations are based on the quality of presentations, contributions to discussions, and
participation in the seminars.
