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1. Examination
1.1 Regular Admission
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The language used in the submission materials and interviews shall
be either Japanese or English.

It is prohibited to consult with possible supervisor after the ap-
plication period deadline.
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Schedule A

Examinations are structured and evaluated as follows. Candidates will
be evaluated and scored for their English abilities (25%), Specialized
Subject Knowledge (35%), and an Oral Examination (where application
documents will also be examined) (40%).

(1) English abilities will be evaluated by the TOEFL-ITP. (The applicant
may NOT submit a TOEFL and/or TOEIC score in lieu of TOEFL-ITP)
(2) Specialized Subject
A written exam will be given. Questions related to the keywords below
will test the knowledge, perspectives, and logical thinking of the ap-
plicants. Exam questions will be prepared in both Japanese and English.

(3) Oral examination

Content: Academic competencies will be examined through an

evaluation of application documents as well as a 10 minute interview.

Interviewees will be asked to present graduation thesis (if not available,

research in seminar or other equivalent research) and also be tested on

their ability to communicate their goals, motivations, and understanding
of basic concepts. They are asked to pre-submit a 1-page slide for the
presentation, and the presentation must not be longer than 3 minutes.

Knowledge in their field (e.g, engineering, economics, agricultural sci-

ence, social sciences and the humanities, etc.) will be evaluated based on

transcripts and through the interview.

Schedule B

(1) Document screening

The application documents will be screened to select applicants that are
eligible to take the written examination and oral examination. Details of
how screening results are announced will be communicated to applicants.
English abilities will be evaluated by the TOEFL-ITP. (The applicant may
NOT submit a TOEFL and/or TOEIC score in lieu of TOEFL-ITP)
Specialized Subject

A written examination will be given. The examination will be composed
of essay question(s) on international cooperation. Examinees will be
expected to produce logical discussions using basic knowledge on
international cooperation. Exam questions will be prepared in both
Japanese and English.
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(4) Oral examination

Content: Academic competencies will be examined through an
evaluation of application documents as well as a 10 minute interview.
Interviewees will be asked to present graduation thesis (if not available,
research in seminar or other equivalent research) and also be tested
on their ability to communicate their goals, motivations, and under-
standing of basic concepts. They are asked to pre-submit a 1-page
slide for the presentation, and the presentation must not be longer
than 3 minutes. Knowledge in their field (e.g, engineering, economics,
agricultural science, social sciences and the humanities, etc.) will be
evaluated based on transcripts and through the interview.

1.2 Special Selection for Applicants with Overseas Education
Application documents will be screened to select candidates that are
eligible to take an oral examination. Details of how screening results are
announced will be communicated to applicants. In the oral examination,
applicants will be evaluated by an individual interview for 10 minutes
about presentation of graduation thesis (if not available, research in
seminar or other equivalent research), goals, motivation, basic knowl-
edge, and other aspects in addition to screening documents. The oral
examination can be conducted in Japanese upon request. The date,
time, and method of the oral examination will be communicated to
applicants that successfully pass the document screening process.

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3. Materials required for application

Application to Regular Admission requires (1)-(5) and (8) below. Appli-

cation for the Special Selection for Applicants with Overseas Education

requires (1)-(8) below.

(1) Required materials indicated in the Guidelines for Applicants to
Master's Course.

(2) Statement of purpose
Statement of purpose containing your goals after entering the program, past
academic and non-academic accomplishments (both within and outside of
the university in which you studied), and a theme of the master’s research.
Use one page of A4 or letter-sized paper. You may insert figures/tables.
Handwriting is not permitted.

(3) Inquiry Sheet

(4) Documents Checklist

(5) Grades Summary Sheet
Download the template from the Department website, enter the data based
on your bachelor's transcript, and upload it together with other application
documents in a pdf format.

(6) Submission of an English Language Competency Test Score Report
or Taking a TOEFL-ITP test on site
One from the following English Tests: TOEFL (including the TOEFL iBT®
Home Edition Score. For the TOEFL-BT test, only the Test Date score is appli-
cable, and the My Best score will not be used.), TOEIC, and IELTS that satisfy
the requirements instructed in the Guidelines for Applicants, Cambridge
English Scale, United Nations Associations Test of English, and EIKEN Test in
Practical English Proficiency. However, applicants who have completed or are
expected to complete at least two education levels out of upper-secondary
education (equivalent to high school in Japan), a bachelor's degree and a
master’s degree or equivalent at educational institutions in Australia, Canada,
Ireland, New Zealand, the United Kingdom, and the United States, the
requirement to provide an English language test score will be exempted.

As for the English Score Report, make sure to upload the score using the
online application system by no later than the last day of the application
period. In addition, the applicable official report must be arranged and
arrived at the Department before the examination day. For TOEFL and [ELTS,
see the Guidelines for Applicants for details to acquire and arrange the official
report. For TOEIC, United Nations Associations Test of English, and EIKEN
Test in practical English Proficiency; the original hard copy of the official score
report must be mailed to the Department of International Studies. For the
Cambridge English Scale, arrange the Certificate Statement to be emailed to
admission@dois.k.u-tokyo.ac.jp.

An applicant who are currently a research student at our department can
take a TOEFL-TP test conducted for the Regular Admission to the Master's
course and substitute it from the English Score submission. See the informa-
tion on the Regular Admission to the Master's course and our department
website for the details of the TOEFL-ITP test.

(7) Letters of Recommendation from Two Persons
Download the template of these letters available on the Department's
website and ask your referees to send the letters to the Department
directly, either to the email address written on the template or to
the Department's postal address, by no later than the last day of the
application period.
(8) Slide for oral examination
Applicants are required to submit 1-page slide (PDF), which they can
use to explain graduation thesis (if not available, research in seminar
or other equivalent research), by August 7 (Thu.), 2025 for schedule
A, by January 7 (Wed)), 2026 for schedule B to the following address.

An applicant who is currently enrolled in a university in China, or has gradu-
ated from one, must obtain a degree verification report (PDF) from the CHSI
website maintained by the Center for Student Services and Development,

Ministry of Education (https://www.chsicomcn/) and send it to degree@
doisk.u-tokyo.acjp before starting the admission procedure.
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4. Other Information

(1) If applicants satisfy requirements in the Guidelines for Applicants,
they may enroll in October. Refer to page 4 of the Guide to The
2026 Entrance Examination for details.

(2) The advisor of each successful applicant is decided at the time of
final admission decision based results of the entrance examination
and the preferences of applicant. The name of assigned advisor
will be notified with a letter of acceptance. In Regular Admission,
advisors are determined according to the rule indicated in "How to
Determine Advisors in the Regular Admission” (in Japanese) avail-
able on the Department’s website.

(3) A Letter of Approval from the employer certifying the approval of
the applicant's enrolment in the university is not required.
